SILVERDOCS: AFI/Discovery Channel Documentary Festival  is  proud  to announce
that Award-winning independent film programmer Karen Cooper, Director of Film
Forum in New York, will serve as the chair of the SILVERDOCS Jury.  

Renowned as a supporter of innovative world cinema, Cooper has been a jury
member for more than 15 international festivals, including the Sundance Film Festival,
the Napoli Film Festival and the Sarajevo International Film Festival. She has also
worked extensively with the Soros Documentary Fund, HBO and the National
Endowment for the Arts.

"SILVERDOCS is honored to have a person of Karen Cooper's experience and stature
serve as Jury chair," noted Nina Seavey, Festival Director. "Her involvement is an
indicator of the level of quality expected at this unique Festival. Her participation
immediately distinguishes SILVERDOCS as a substantial and significant addition to
the Festival calendar in its inaugural year."

Because of its location,
in the center of news, policy and communication, the Festival is in a unique position
to engage filmmakers, international policymakers, journalists, issue experts, elected
officials and activists to explore and challenge issues raised by selected documentary
films.
